READINGS FROM HOLY SCRIPTURE  
2 Corinthians 12:1-10 
   1 I must go on boasting. Though there is nothing to be gained by it, I will go on to visions and revelations of the 
Lord. 2 I know a man in Christ who fourteen years ago was caught up to the third heaven—whether in the body 
or out of the body I do not know, God knows. 3 And I know that this man was caught up into paradise—whether 
in the body or out of the body I do not know, God knows— 4 and he heard things that cannot be told, which man 
may not utter. 5 On behalf of this man I will boast, but on my own behalf I will not boast, except of my 
weaknesses— 6 though if I should wish to boast, I would not be a fool, for I would be speaking the truth; but I 
refrain from it, so that no one may think more of me than he sees in me or hears from me. 7 So to keep me from 
becoming conceited because of the surpassing greatness of the revelations, a thorn was given me in the flesh, a 
messenger of Satan to harass me, to keep me from becoming conceited. 8 Three times I pleaded with the Lord 
about this, that it should leave me.

Therefore I will boast all the more gladly of my weaknesses, so that the power of Christ may 
rest upon me. 10 For the sake of Christ, then, I am content with weaknesses, insults, hardships, persecutions, and 
calamities.

39 And going a little farther he fell on his face and prayed, saying, “My Father, if it be possible, let this cup pass 
from me; nevertheless, not as I will, but as you will.” 40 And he came to the disciples and found them sleeping. 
And he said to Peter, “So, could you not watch with me one hour? 41 Watch and pray that you may not enter into 
temptation. The spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is weak.” 42 Again, for the second time, he went away and 
prayed, “My Father, if this cannot pass unless I drink it, your will be done.” 43 And again he came and found them 
sleeping, for their eyes were heavy. 44 So, leaving them again, he went away and prayed for the third time, saying 
the same words again. 45 Then he came to the disciples and said to them, “Sleep and take your rest later on. See, 
the hour is at hand, and the Son of Man is betrayed into the hands of sinners. 46 Rise, let us be going; see, my 
betrayer is at hand.” 
   47 While he was still speaking, Judas came, one of the twelve, and with him a great crowd with swords and 
clubs, from the chief priests and the elders of the people. 48 Now the betrayer had given them a sign, saying, “The 
one I will kiss is the man; seize him.” 49 And he came up to Jesus at once and said, “Greetings, Rabbi!” And he 
kissed him. 50 Jesus said to him, “Friend, do what you came to do.” Then they came up and laid hands on Jesus 
and seized him. 51 And behold, one of those who were with Jesus stretched out his hand and drew his sword and 
struck the servant of the high priest and cut off his ear. 52 Then Jesus said to him, “Put your sword back into its 
place. For all who take the sword will perish by the sword. 53 Do you think that I cannot appeal to my Father, and 
he will at once send me more than twelve legions of angels? 54 But how then should the Scriptures be fulfilled, 
that it must be so?”
