II. Psalm 1 and Psalm 2 gives two ways of understanding that the LORD God is my Lord.

Psalm 1 = | listen to and study the teachings (the ) of the LORD, my Lord.

Law (Torah) of the LORD = Teachings of the LORD includes both
“Law” = What | should do (but don’t always)

“Gospel” = What God does for those trusting in Him.

Who is the truly blessed person in this life?
The person who knows and follows the of the LORD.

Even in “dry times” in life, the teachings of the LORD give of life.
